Prayer suggestions and activities: -

. We pray that we can actively seek Jesus like the Wise Men did (Epiphany
6th January)

. We pray that the Lord’s peace may actively spread throughout the world.
May nations and communities live in peace with one another especially on
the Day of Prayer for Peace 2nd Sun Ordinary Time and Christian Unity
week (Octave of Prayer 18th to 25th January)

. Day of the Word of God (3rd Sunday in Ordinary Time). Use Lectio Divina
to help you read, reflect, respond and rest letting the Word of God speak
to you.

. At this time of year Catholic Social Teachings underpins the focus on
prayer for Victims of Human Trafficking (esp. St. Josephine Bakhita 8 Feb)
and the Sick and Those Who Care for Them (World Day of Prayer for the
Sick || Feb)

. We pray for the intercession of the saints who were curious and active in
their faith particularly :

-St Paul (The Conversion of St Paul) - Tuesday 25th January

-St Thomas Aquinas, Priest, Doctor of the Church - Friday 28th January

-St John Bosco, Priest - Monday 3 Ist January

-St Scholastica - Thursday 10th February

Scripture to Explore: -

. The Birth of Jesus- The shepherds and wise men recognised the baby Jesus
as the new born king and worshipped him.
. The Feast of the Baptism of the Lord. (9th January). Explore the Theological

virtues received at Baptism; Faith, Hope and Love (Charity). How do you
use these gifts?

. The Presentation in the Temple (Luke 2:35)— Explore what Simeon meant
when he said to Mary ‘And sorrow like a sharp sword will break your own
heart’.

. In the Gospel reading February 6th: ‘They left everything and followed
Him* (Luke 5:1-11) —How would you respond if Jesus invited you to follow
Him today?

. Explore the life events of St. Paul with a focus on how his life was changed
due to the conversion experience. How can you be a modern day
missionary disciple with the intention of sharing the good news today?

. Explore the life and work of St. Josephine Bakhita and how she overcame
slavery.
. Explore how St. John Bosco supported the life chances of children and

young people through education. How did he encourage others to make
the world a better place? (Salesian order etc)
