School Uniform 

Lovely to see the children in their new school uniforms.  A reminder that children are in black shoes (not 
boots or trainers) and have the correct PE kit too.  As per the school policy, children do not need to be in 
winter uniform until after the October half-term.  When children are in a school shirt, a tie must be worn 
with it.  If they are in a polo shirt, then they do not need a school tie.   
 

Children are permitted to drink water throughout the day.  We do not allow children to dink juice whilst 
they are in class.

          WOW - walk to school challenge 

           Let’s Swop those School runs for School Walks 

 

The whole school will be taking part in a new and exciting initiative called WOW - walk to school challenge to 
encourage more children to walk to school. Every day children will record how they came to school on their in-
dividual tracker and if they travel actively (walk, cycle, scoot or park and stride) at least once a week for a 
month, they will get rewarded with a badge. 
 
What if we can't walk to school?  

If driving 'Park and Stride' at least 10mins away from the school and walk the remaining journey.  

If using buses, hop off at least 10mins away and walk the rest to help your child earn their WOW badges.  

 

What is a WOW badge? 

There are 11 WOW badges to be won from now until July 2025.  WOW badges are made from recycled plastic 
material, including old fridge trays, plastic plates and even yoghurt pot off-cuts that were otherwise destined 
for landfill. They are produced locally in England, reducing our carbon footprint. The badges also arrive to 
schools in environmentally-friendly, biodegradable packaging.
